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1.4 Target group

This installation manual is addressed to technicians and assembly staff. The desk
manufacturer must ensure that the staff meets the following prerequisites:

— Basic technical knowledge
— Experience in the installation of height-adjustable desks
— This documentation has been read and understood

1.5 Policy

The device left the factory in perfect condition and in a safe state. After the installation, the
desk manufacturer is obliged to re-establish the safe state of the device.

Hazards may still occur even though the device meets the current state of the art and complies
with all recognized safety requirements.

2 Safety

2.1 Symbols and signal words

A DANGER Indica.tes a.L hazardous situation which, if not avoided, will result in death
or serious injury.

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2.2 General Safety Notes

Electrical hazard

When the handswitch is connected to the power supply, electrical power
is applied to the connectors and the inner parts of the handswitch. Con-
tact with live components can cause severe injury.

Always comply with the following safety rules to avoid injury:

¢ Never open the casing of the device under any circumstances, and do
not attempt to repair or modify the device.

e Only use the provided cables.

¢ Never use the device with a damaged cable or plug.

o Never immerse the device into any liquid. Keep the cable and the
handswitch away from hot surfaces.

o Before cleaning the device, always disconnect it from the power
supply.

Risk of crushing or pinching during operation

While adjusting the height of the desk, there is a high risk of crushing or
pinching between the desk and objects under, above or next to the desk.

Make sure that the danger area is clear of people, pets or obstacles! The
handswitch may only be installed in a position where the entire danger
zone is visible during operation.

Damage caused by ESD

Electrostatic Discharge (ESD) can cause immediate or latent damage to
electronic circuits. Please note that we cannot accept any liability for
damage caused by ESD. To avoid damage of electronical components by
electrostatic discharge (ESD), ensure that the static electricity of your
body is diverted permanently before you touch any part of the handswitch
or cable. Wear a wrist band with grounding cable during the unpacking
and installation.
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2.3 Your risk analysis and manual

The desk manufacturer incorporating the device into its own product is obliged to perform a
risk assessment for the height-adjustable desk. The desk manufacturer must apply the
resulting risk mitigation measures before placing the desk on the market. Furthermore, the
desk manufacturer is obliged to provide a comprehensive written user documentation for the
height-adjustable desk.
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LOGICtouch-FX is a handswitch to control a height-adjustable desk. It is compatible
exclusively with the LOGICdrive system. This system usually consists of two or three drives, a
power supply and a handswitch. The handswitch is intended for installation by screws
underneath the table top. The handswitch displays the height in cm or inch.

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4 Unpacking

The device is only supplied in large quantities to the desk manufacturer. They may be placed
in boxes made of wood, plastic, cardboard or other suitable material.

A CAUTION When unpacking the device, ensure adequate grounding before doing so

in order to prevent damage through electrostatic discharge (ESD). For
damages caused by ESD the warranty shall become null and void.

Unpacking procedure

Wear an antistatic wrist strap.
Remove the cardboard box.
Check all the contents of the package.

Sort the packaging material. Separate plastic and cardboard. Dispose of the packaging
material according to the environmental regulations.
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5 Installation

o Two flat-head screws for fastening

NOTICE Do not pinch, stretch or kink the cable during installation to avoid cable
damage!

Installation procedure

1. Position the LOGICtouch-FX under the table edge and mark the mounting holes or use a
drilling template.

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2. Insert the strain relief into the designated slot in the housing. Make sure that the cable does
not protrude over the housing.

3. Fasten the LOGICtouch-FX to the desk top with two screws.

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6 Operating instructions
LOGICtouch-FX optionally can save up to two or four position memories.

The buttons will be displayed as followed in the instructions:

UP

DOWN

SAVE

MEMORY1

MEMORY?2

MEMORY3

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6.1 Adjust table height

When pressing the button UP or DOWN, the table will move upwards or downwards until the
button is released or the end position of the actuator is reached.

Upwards

Press and hold the button UP, until the until the required position is reached.
Downwards

Press and hold the button DOWN, until the until the required position is reached.

6.2 Adjust the height indicator

The display indicates the height of the table in either inch or cm. The displayed unit depends
on the parameters included in the parameter set. The display does not indicate the unit. The
value of the height indication can be manually adjusted by the user. Proceed as follows to
adjust the table height indication.

1. Press the button SAVE.
The display indicates S - .

2. Press and hold for five seconds the button DOWN.
The display starts flashing.

3. Press the button UP or DOWN until the required value is shown in the display.

4. Press the button SAVE.
The display now indicates the table height according to your setting.
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6.3 Save a position

This function allows to save a defined table height as position memory. Per button MEMORY
one table height setting can be saved. When the system is commissioned for the first time, all
position memories are equal to the lowest end position.

Proceed as follows to save a position:

1. Press and hold the button UP or DOWN until the table reaches the desired height.

2. Press the button SAVE.
The display indicates S -.

3. Press one of the buttons MEMORY. Which of the memory buttons you choose is up
to you. For example: 2.
On the display S + [MEMORY] flashes two times. For example, S 2. Additionally,
you will hear a double beep from the power supply. This indicates that the position
has been saved as a position memory.

6.4 Move to saved position

Move the table height to a saved position memory.

1. Press and hold the button MEMORY until the saved position is reached, for example: 2.
The table top will move as long as you hold the button until the saved position is reached.
The table stops at the saved position.
If you release the button before the saved position is reached, the table will stop without
reaching the saved position.

2. Release the button MEMORY when the table has reached the saved position.
The saved table position is indicated at the display, for example 73 for 73 cm.

6.5 Activate and deactivate key lock.

1. If the display is not active, press any button of the interface to activate it.
2. Swipe horizontally over the buttons or the bottom edge of the handset without pressing any
button to activate or deactivate the key lock. Do not swipe over the display.

6.6 Manual end position calibration

At first commissioning or when the actual desk top position differs from the displayed position
or when the actuators are no more in sync, perform a manual end position calibration of the
desk top position.

AWARNING Danger of crushing accident

During the end position calibration, the integrated system protection (ISP)
is deactivated. Pay attention to the elevated risk of crushing and pinching.
Remove any object from the tables movement area.

Proceed as follows:

Press the button DOWN until the table stops at the lower safety position.
Release the button DOWN.

Press the button DOWN again until the table stops at its lowest position.
Release the button DOWN.

Press the button DOWN again until the table finishes the end position
calibration.
The end position is not the mechanically lowest desk top position. The desk
top will move a couple of millimeters down and then up again.
Release the button DOWN.
You may now use the table normally again.
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7 Cleaning

Clean the LOGICtouch-FX when soiled.

AWARNING Danger of electric shock or crushing accident!

Before cleaning the handswitch, physically remove the power supply of
the height-adjustable desk from the mains and wait 15 to 30 seconds for
residual voltage to dissipate.

Electric power or residual voltage can lead to electric shock or
unintentional movement of the desk which might eventually cause an
accident.

Cleaning procedure

1. Disconnect the height-adjustable desks power supply from the power source.

2. Wait 30 seconds for residual voltage to dissipate.

3. Wipe the surface of the handswitch with a dry soft cloth or a soft cloth lightly moistened in
water. Never immerse the handswitch into any liquid!

4. Wait for the handswitch to dry completely.

5. Reconnect the power supply.
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8 Final disposal
